Welcome to macroeconomics, the branch of economics that deals with
the economy as a whole, using aggregate measures of output, income, prices
and employment. Gross Domestic Product is one of the most important
macro measures and the most comprehensive measure of national output. It
is also the essential statistics in the National Income and Product Accounts
(NIPA). The NIPA keeps track of the nation’s production, consumption,
savings, and investment. Other key measures exist, and collectively they
describe a great deal about the economic health and performance. The
measurement of GDP is fairly easy to understand. Conceptually, all we have
to do 1s to multiply all of the final goods and services produced in a 12-
month period by their prices, and then add them up to get the total value of
production. GDP is a measure of final output.
