MOSCOW, 2025



1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1 These Regulations govern the purpose, objectives, timing and procedure
of determining the winners of the International essay contest in English, German,
French and Russian (as a foreign language) «Artificial Intelligence vs Human
Intelligence: What Future Holds?» for students of technical universities of the
Russian Federation and other countries (hereinafter — the Contest).

1.2 The founder and organizer of the Contest is Federal State Budgetary
Educational Institution of Higher Education «Moscow Automobile and Road
Construction State Technical University (MADI)». The Contest is organized on the
initiative of the Foreign Languages Department (hereinafter — the Organizer) with
the support of the Russian Engineering Academy (RIA) and the International
Association for Automobile and Road Education (IAARE).

1.3 Based on the results of the Contest, the winners’ essays and the best essays
recommended by the jury will be published and posted on the MADI website.

2. CONTEST GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

2.1. The Contest aims to achieve the following goals:

- identifying and supporting talented young people among students;

- increase of motivation for learning a foreign language and interest in the
process of obtaining a future profession;

- increase of motivation for learning Russian as a foreign language;

- improving the level of foreign language skills;

- understanding of the prospects and risks associated with the development
of new technologies.

2.2. The Contest will solve the following tasks:

- understanding the importance of the IT-profession in modern conditions;

- 1dentifying and developing the creative abilities of students in the process
of practical application of a foreign language;

- providing conditions for practical use of a foreign language;

- development of skills of written speech in a foreign language;

- development of interest in the genre of essay among young people;

- acquainting students with stylistic features of essay genre;

- creating conditions for expressing a clear authorial position and
encouraging the reader to think;

-  improving the literacy of students’ written speech.

3. CONTEST PARTICIPANTS

3.1. Participants of the Contest may be undergraduate, specialist, graduate and
postgraduate full-time, part-time and correspondence students of technical
universities of the Russian Federation and other countries, who submit an essay
within the prescribed deadline and executed in accordance with the requirements
(Appendix 1).



3.2. The number of participants in the first qualifying round, which is held
exclusively by the decision of educational organizations, is not limited.

3.3. The number of participants in the second final round from one educational
organization is limited to two essays in each foreign language.

4. ORDER OF ORGANIZATION AND TIMING OF THE CONTEST

4.1. The Regulations are posted on the MADI official website www.madi.ru
and are sent out by the organizers with the information letter by 02.02.2026.

4.2. The International Contest, providing two rounds, is held in five stages:

- First, preparatory stage — from 26.01.2026 to 01.02.2026, during which
the technical universities are informed about the conditions of the Contest.

—  Second stage — from 02.02.2026 to 23.02.2026, during which the
organization and conduct of the first qualifying round by educational organizations
in accordance with the rules established by the educational organizations
themselves, or in accordance with these Regulations.

—  Third stage — from 24.02.2026 to 15.03.2026, the preselection stage,
during which the jury of educational institutions evaluates the essays submitted for
the first round of the Contest, determines the winners of the first round and sends
the three best essays and the registration form (Annex 2) in electronic form for the
second final round to the Organizing Committee of the International Contest until
15.03.2026 inclusive.

- The fourth stage — from 16.03.2026 to 05.04.2026 - conducting the final
round, during which the evaluation of the works submitted for the second round is
carried out and the Organizing Committee and the jury determine the winners of the
International Contest in the declared nominations.

- Fifth stage — from 06.04.2026 to 30.06.2026 — final, during which
summing up of the Contest results is conducted; informing of the participants of the
Competition results and sending by e-mail diplomas, certificates and letters of
thanks to the teachers who prepared the participants. Preparation of a collection of
the best essays for posting on the MADI website — 31.10.2026.

Depending on the total number of entries, the jury reserves the right to
postpone the deadline for summing up the results.

S. ORGANIZATION OF WORK

5.1. The organization of the International Contest is carried out by the
Organizing Committee, which is formed in MADI and consists of: Chairman, Vice-
Chairmen, members of the Organizing Committee and the Jury of the Contest.

5.2. The Jury of the International Contest includes representatives of the
MADI Department of Foreign Languages. Under the guidance of the Chairman and
Vice-Chairmen of the Organizing Committee, the jury evaluates the essays
submitted for the second round of the Contest.
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5.3. The organization of the first round of the International Contest is carried
out exclusively by decision of the universities in order to select the two best essays
in each foreign language for submission to the second round. This selection may also
be carried out in another way determined by the participating university. The
formation of an Organizing Committee, which is formed in the educational
organization conducting the first qualifying round and which includes the Chairman,
Vice-Chairman, members of the Organizing Committee and the J ury of the Contest,
may be recommended when conducting the qualifying round.

5.4. Taking into account different levels of training in a foreign language, the
results of the first round of the Contest may be summed up by educational
organizations separately for different categories of students, which they may
determine independently. The submission and evaluation of essays in the second
round is carried out without taking into account the category of students.

5.5. The Jury has the right to award one place to several participants and to
recommend for publication the best essays that are not among the winners. The final
decision is made by the Organizing Committee.

5.6. The essays are not edited or returned, and appeals are not considered.

5.7. Works, sent after the specified term, presented with infringement of
requirements to registration or without accompanying documents, are not considered
(Appendices 1-3).

6. REQUIREMENTS FOR THE ESSAY

6.1. Essays to be submitted for the Contest in English, German, French and
Russian (as a foreign language).

6.2. In this Contest, an essay is understood to be a free composition prose
work containing an introduction, the main body and a conclusion and implying a
presentation of information, impressions and thoughts of the author on the theme
of the Contest.

6.3. The volume of the essay is from 1800 to 3600 printed characters (without
spaces). It is possible to use illustrative material in the design of essays.

6.4. In electronic form, on the first page of the submitted work, a title page
with the data about the participant of the Contest is made out; on the second
(or second and third depending on the volume) page, the text of the essay is placed.
The form and rules for submitting an essay for the Contest are given in Appendix 1.
The form is posted on the MADI website http://www.madi.ru/.

6.5. The essay is prepared by participants independently in extracurricular
time with the use of additional materials.

6.6. For the second final round to the e-mail address of the Contest
kafedral01konkurs@mail.ru are sent in one message electronically:

— anessay in Word format (Appendix 1);

—  a signed scan of the author’s consent to its publication in pdf format
(Appendix 2);

- asigned scan of the registration form in pdf format (Appendix 3) and its
version without signatures in Word.
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7. CONTEST NOMINATIONS

The Contest is held in the main and additional categories.

Main nomination:

—  Best essay in English, German, French and Russian (as a foreign
language).

Additional nominations:

- Argumentation of the presentation of one’s own position.

~  Consistency of narration.

— A scientific approach to the coverage of the topic.

= Understanding the importance of the IT-specialist profession in modern
conditions.

- Awareness of the risks associated with the development of new
technologies,

- Expectation of the coming changes thanks to new technologies;

- Originality of presentation.

- Perfection of writing.

~  Consistency with the genre of essay.

—  Literacy of the essay.

The organizers of the Contest reserve the right to introduce additional
nominations after the analysis of the submitted works.

8. DETERMINATION OF WINNERS OF THE CONTEST

8.1. All works shall be checked for plagiarism. Works having not less than
80% of the original text are admitted to the Contest.

8.2. The Jury evaluates the works submitted to the Contest in accordance with
the following criteria, and the participants whose essays received the highest number
of points (maximum 80 points) become the winners.

8.3. The evaluation of the submitted essays is carried out on three criteria:
content - a maximum of 40 points, grammar (morphology and syntax) — a maximum
of 20 points, linguistic means (stylistics and vocabulary) — a maximum of 20 points.

8.4. Determination of winners in the main nomination "The Best Essay
in English, German, French and Russian (as a foreign language)".

I place — 71-80 points.

IT place — 61-70 points.

III place — 50-60 points.

8.5. Works, which have not received the maximum number of points, but have
achievements in one or two of the above-mentioned parameters, are awarded
in additional nominations.

The best essays in terms of content are awarded in the nominations:

—  Argumentativeness of presentation of own position.

- Consistency of narration.

—  Scientific approach to the coverage of the topic.
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= Understanding of the importance of the IT. -specialist profession in
modern conditions.

—  Awareness of the risks associated with the development of new
technologies;

- Expectation of the coming changes thanks to new technologies,

—  Originality of presentation.

The best essays in terms of grammar (morphology and syntax) and the use of
linguistic means (stylistics and vocabulary) are awarded in the nomination:

Perfection of Presentation.

The best essays in terms of language use (stylistics and vocabulary) are
awarded in the nominations:

Appropriateness of Genre.

8.6. In controversial cases, the final decision is made by the Chairperson of
the Jury.

8.7. The decisions made by the Jury and the Organizing Committee are final
and not subject to revision. No appeals are allowed.

9. INFORMATION SUPPORT FOR THE CONTEST

9.1. Information about the Contest compiled on the basis of these
Regulations shall be posted on MADI official website, on the information board,
on the stand of the Foreign Languages Department, and sent by e-mail to technical
universities of the Russian Federation and other countries.

9.2. The essays of the Competition winners and the best works
recommended by the jury are published in the electronic collection of essays
"ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE vs HUMAN INTELLIGE: WHAT HOLDS
FUTURE" placed on the MADI website www.madi.ru.

9.3. The best essays or their fragments can be published in the newspaper
"For Road and Highway Cadres".
